General Questions:

Q1 – Do I need to register to submit an abstract?
A – Yes registration is required for all individuals who are attending or submitting abstract for poster or oral presentations.

Q2 – When should the final version of poster or power point oral presentation needs to be submitted?
A – Final version of the power point oral presentation should be submitted atleast 48 hours in advance of the event.

Q3 - Where can I find abstract guidelines and requirements?
A - Please see the Abstract submission site for more information that was sent to all the departments.

Q4 - Can I submit an abstract that has been presented elsewhere?
A – It’s ok to present if presented elsewhere within last 1 year.

Q5 - Can I submit an abstract that has been accepted but not presented elsewhere?
A – It’s ok to submit if accepted but not presented elsewhere within last 1 year.

Q6 - Can I submit a clinical research or case study?
A -No, ONLY Healthcare Safety, Quality and Experience Improvement research will be accepted. You can have case study example as part of the background that lead to your Healthcare safety, quality improvement or experience improvement project only. Research and Case studies can be presented at Van Liere Event.

Q7 - Should I (how do I attach) attach tables, figures or graphs?
A -Please do not submit any tables, figures, or graphs in your abstract. Submissions should only be text and less than 300 words and should include written text about your results and conclusions.  Graphs, figures, and tables should be included in your poster or oral presentation if applicable.

Q8 - Can I select whether I will give an oral or poster presentation?
A - You can put your preference for poster or oral presentation. The selection committee would consider your request but there would be very limited number of abstract selected for oral presentation due to limited time slots.

Q9 - When will I know if I am giving an oral or poster presentation?
A – Abstract acceptance notification for oral or poster presentation would be sent during the week of September 28th, 2026.




Poster presentations specific questions:

Q1 - What size should be my poster be?
A - 48 inches wide by 36 inches high are the maximum dimensions.

Q2 - Where/ How can I print my poster?
A - Contact your program manager, alternatively Health Science Library has printing available https://library.wvu.edu/services/printing/poster or any other place that you are familiar with.

Q3 - How will my poster be displayed onsite?
A - Poster boards and push pins will be provided onsite. 

Q4 - When will my poster be reviewed?
A – Specific information as provided in the acceptance email.

Q5 - What should I do if I am unable to present during this time period?
A -If you are unable to give your presentation, then ask a member of the team to give the presentation. Presenter Registration is required-so choose the members that have registered for the event.

Q6 - When can my poster be viewed?
A - Posters will be viewed from 9:30 to 4:30pm. See agenda for more details on next page.

Q7 - When can I take down my poster?
A - You can remove your poster after 4:30pm. Institute cannot take the responsible for any poster left after 5pm.

Oral presentations specific questions:

Q1 - What format should my presentation be?
A - PowerPoint, preferably a “.pptx file”.

Q2 - How long should my presentation be?
A - You will have 7 minutes for your presentation and 2 minutes for questions and answers.

Q3 - Where and when will oral presentations be?
A – In Okie Patteson Auditorium and timing .

Q4 - What should I do/ who should I talk to if I can’t present during that time?
